We have been selected as the best school in the state twice in the Social Science Mela conducted by Kerala Education Department. For developing communicative and literary talents, we have a Language Lab equipped with all modern audio and visual facilities. Special accent training is provided to the students. A monthly magazine “Little Master’s Mind” is published. The literary Club is rendering all support towards this. For promoting religious tolerance we celebrate all the important festivals of all religions. Though the students are getting a chance to have an awareness about all the religions and this develops a kind of respect towards people belonging to all religions.All the state and national festivals are celebrated in the school.
